RULES:

1. NO DOGS ON GROUNDS.

2. Unless other rules are specified, rules and definitions for conducting each class as contained in the Rule Book of the California State Horseman’s Association will apply to this Horse Show provided they do not conflict with any of the rules and regulations prescribed by Division of Fairs and Expositions of the California Department of Food and Agriculture.

3. For Horse Show purposes the age of an individual on December 31, 2010 shall be maintained throughout the year.

4. STATE HORSE SHOW RULES will be strictly enforced. Hard hats with harness attacked and fastened are required for 17 and under riders mounted or in a horse driven cart, and for all riders whenever jumping. (Not required for halter or showmanship classes.)
5. STALLS: LIMITED NUMBER AVAILABLE AND ASSAIGNED ON A FIRST REQUEST BASIS. Stabling fee is $15 per night. Stalls will be available on Saturday, June 18, 2011. Using a stall for cooking purposes or use of any electrical appliance, or for sleeping quarters is prohibited. No changing of assigned stalls. Violations cold result in elimination from the show and fairgrounds with no refund of fees. NO REFUNDS. Stalls will be allocated as requests are received. 

6. Horse health rules – See State Rules. 

7. Entries close June 3, 2011 at 5:00p.m. Entries may be mailed to 3750 Harris Street, Eureka, CA 95503, and will be accepted if postmarked by June 1, 2011. Entries will be accepted at the Redwood Acres office by June 3, 2011 at 5:00 p.m. In all instances fee MUST accompany entry forms. Exhibitors must give all information needed on the entry form. Each entry must be named. Exhibitors are responsible for their own errors or those of there agents, in making out entry forms.

 EXHIBITORS WILL BE ALLOWED TO ADD AND DELETE CLASSES THE MORNING OF THE HORSE SHOW, HOWEVER, INITIAL ENTRY OF THE HORSE AND RIDER MUST BE MADE BY THE ENTRY DUE DATE. NO POST ENTRIES OF HORSE AND RIDER WILL BE PERMITTED. EXHIBITORS ADDING CLASSES MUST PAY $10.00 FEE, PLUS CLASS FEE.

A photocopy of the registration certificate naming the exhibitor as the owner of a copy of a notarized lease purchase contract and a photo copy of the registration certificate will be accepted. Make sure all entry dates match on forms and in the written section. Entry in the horse show will constitute an entry under both judges. Exhibitors will be allowed to late enter with a $10.00 fee plus all class fees.

8. The management will not be responsible for any loss, personal injury, or damage to horse exhibited, or for any article of any kind or nature that may be lost or destroyed, or in anyway damaged. Each exhibitor will be responsible for any injury that may occur to any person or animal, or damage to any property while on the grounds, by any horse exhibited by that exhibitor.

9. A number will be assigned to each horse rider combination at the time of entry, which will stand for the entire Horse Show and must be displayed whenever the horse competes. 

10. The Association reserves the right to cancel any class which in its opinion, does not contain sufficient entries. The Association further reserves the right to refuse any and all entries and to return any money paid for entry. The Association reserves the right to combine any classes without being liable for claim of any kind, when in its opinion it is for the best interest of the Horse Show. When the number of entries in any given class makes it necessary to hold elimination trials, the latter will be held during the morning of the horse show. Exhibitors canceling their entries for any reason after the official date for closing of entries, except by written certification by a qualified veterinarian, shall forfeit their entry fees. Veterinary certificates must state the nature of the disqualification, date of inspection, and be filed with the Horse Show Manager.

11. Facilities will be provided for trailers at designated areas on the grounds.

12. ALL RIDERS 17 AND UNDER ARE REQUIRED TO WEAR HELMETS AND HARD HATS.
13. Snaffle bits will be allowed in Western classes only as follows: Standard Snaffle bits or Bosal will be allowed in any class on horses 5 years and under and have never been shown in bridle. Any time a Snaffle Bit or Bosal is used, two hands must be used on the reins. (Subject to change-read West Coast Rule Book).

14. Any unsafe action or mistreatment of an animal will result in immediate disqualification or exhibitor by show management, with no refund of entry fees.

15. Those who have questions may call the Fair Office at (707) 445-3037.

16. Two entries by two or more exhibitors constitute a minimum class. Where entries are less than a minimum class at entry closing date, the class may be canceled at the discretion of management. Canceled entries may be transferred, without penalty, to other classes of the same division. Should entries fall below the minimum after closing of entries, a class may be continued with premiums at the discretion of management. The Association reserves the right to combine any classes within the division without being liable for claim of any kind.

17. Far Management will retain prize money won in this department for no more than twenty-one (21) days after the event.

18. Novice Amateur/Amateur is defined as set forth by HBHC. 2011 high point program rule. If not a HBHC member, you must have won three (3) blue ribbons in approved shows in that class.

19. Card holding amateur and novice amateur competes after 18th birthday and does not engage in any of the following: rides, drives, schools, trains, gives instruction in equitation or horse training for remuneration, monetary or otherwise. Rider or family member must own horse.  HBHC does not issue amateur cards. Cards may be obtained through CSHA or your breed association. Copy of card must accompany entry form.

20. A two (2) minute gate will be enforced. This may be extended to five (5) minutes if a tack change is necessary and a request for the extension is made two (2) classes prior to showing. There will be two (2) calls to class then you will be disqualified.

21. Drug fee is $5.00 for the show, this includes both judges, per horse or mule. Fee MUST be paid with entry fees.
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NOTE: IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE EXHIBITOR TO BE AWARE OF WHEN HE OR SHE IS TO COMPETE AND TO BE AVAILABLE AT THE CORRECT TIME.

Note: It is the responsibility of Show Management to determine the order of classes and if eliminations are required.
