RULES FOR JUNIOR 
 AND OPEN LIVESTOCK 

 

JUNIORS ENTERING SENIOR DEPARTMENT: All 
divisions and classes within Junior Departments are 

intended for Juniors exclusively. Entry into the Junior 
Department is regulated by age and youth organization 

requirements as outlined within this competition 
handbook. In no case may a person, group or 

organization outside of these age requirements (younger 
or older) be allowed to enter and compete in the Junior 

department.   However, Juniors may elect to enter, 
exhibit and compete (animal or non-animal) in the 

Senior Department when the rules of that department, 
division or class allow for such. Such entries shall be 

restricted to:  
1 A class for the exhibit that is not provided in the 

Junior Department.  
2 Open classes or divisions that allows for participation 

of Juniors due to the open competition being a 
specialty, feature, regional or national show 

sanctioned by the fair  
and/or recognized organization. In this case, the 

Junior exhibitor must also enter and compete (with 
the same exhibit) in the current year’s Junior 

department, division, class offered for the exhibit. 
This provision must be printed specifically within 

the rules of the feature show within this handbook.  
 

Anyone under the age of 18 who meets the California 
State Fair age requirements and is planning to exhibit in 

a Senior department must have their parent or legal 
guardian sign their Summary form. If the exhibitor is 

required to be on the fairgrounds, the Junior must be 
supervised by their parent or legal guardian while at the 

fair.  
 

Exhibit animals owned in partnership between Seniors 
and Juniors shall not affect the Junior’s eligibility when 

the Senior partner is the exhibitor. When violations of 
this rule occur, the junior exhibitor will not be eligible to 

compete at the current and following years California 
State Fair. 
 

SPECIAL LOCAL JUNIOR RULES 
1 Proof of ownership for required number of days  

must be received with the entry form.  Photocopies of 

the BILL OF SALE must show the date of purchase 
and the seller's signature.   

2 Junior exhibitors, not affiliated with an  
organization, entering in an Open Junior Livestock 

Division, must meet the following requirements:  
Small animal exhibitors must be at least 5 years of 

age and must not be older than 17 years of age on 
the first day of the fair.  Large animal exhibitors 

must be at least 9 years old and must not be older 

than 17 years of age on January 1st based on a 
calendar year.     

3 Junior exhibitors who have written permission  

from parents on file in the Fair Manager's office may 
stay in the livestock designated camping area in 

campers or in trailers.                                          

4 Each camper or trailer that houses Junior exhibitors 

must have an adult chaperone over 21 years of age 
who is directly responsible for the Juniors.   

5 At no time will small children be left unattended in 
trailers and campers.  The Ninth District 

Agricultural Association assumes no responsibility 
for those staying on the grounds. 

6 All Junior exhibitors must be out of the livestock  

area each night by 12:00 midnight, with the 
exception of those exhibitors directly caring for 

animals and having written permission of the 
Livestock Superintendent.  

7 At no time will Junior exhibitors have any illegal 

substance in their possession or be under the 
influence of same.  Any violations of this rule will be 

subject to disallowance of premium awards and 
removal from fairgrounds.  

8 Junior exhibitors will use discretion in conduct at all 
times.  Loud and abusive language will not be 

tolerated at any time.    

9 Exhibitors MUST at all times give the necessary 
attention to whatever they have on exhibit in the 

livestock department.  The exhibitors must keep their 
livestock groomed, clean, and in show condition.  

Stalls and pens must be kept clean and supplied 
with necessary clean bedding.  Pathways must be 

kept clean for the convenience of spectators.  All 
forks, shovels, and other necessary equipment will be 

neatly displayed.  Failure to comply with this rule 
will result in disallowance of premium Awards. 

10 All animals requiring weight certificates must be  

weighed between 2:00 pm and 8:00 pm on entry day, 
June 22, 2011(times indicated in each division) in 

the weighing area.  Only one weight per animal per 
exhibitor will be accepted.  All animals will be 

weighed dry.  All weights are considered official at 
the time of weighing.  Overweight animals will NOT 

be sifted at the scale. See each species department 
for auction maximum weights paid. 

11 No horns allowed on market or feeder beef. 

12 All breeding animals entered must be marked with 

permanent identification, either a tattoo or brand.  
Actual tattoos and/or brands must correspond with 

those entered. 

13 Only Juniors eligible to show in the Junior  

Department may show animals.  Juniors, who for 
extraordinary reasons, cannot show their own 

animals must make arrangements for their care and 
showing that are acceptable to the Fair's 

management or premiums will be withheld.    

14 It is the intent of the Division of Fairs and  

Expositions that the quality standards established 

for market animals be maintained.  Therefore, 
classifications will be subject to change in the event  

there are changes made in Federal Grading.

2 ENTRY FEES MUST be paid at the time entry is  
made or entries will be refused.  Make all checks payable 

to:  Redwood Acres Fair. 

3 ADMISSION & CREDENTIAL passes/packets will 

be available at the Livestock Office as follows:   

**JUNIOR LIVESTOCK EXHIBITORS:  One (1) wrist 
band pass at a cost of $5.00, to be paid with entry form 

and entry fees.   
LIVESTOCK EXHIBITOR'S FAMILY PACKAGE includes:  

1 on grounds vehicle parking pass, 2 adult season 
passes, and 2 child wristbands.  Parents and 

Grandparents of junior livestock exhibitors may purchase 
additional season passes for $25.00 per adult.  All other 

family members pay regular gate admission. Pre-
purchased passes will be included in Livestock Exhibitor 

packets.  All other Livestock Exhibitor family passes must 
be made at the Fair Office. 

**4-H LEADERS & FFA ADVISORS: Four (4) one day 
passes to be distributed from an authorized list. Leaders 

and Advisors may pick up these passes at the Livestock 
Office. 

**ON GROUNDS PARKING PASSES:  Available, in a 
limited number to livestock exhibitors, parents and 

leaders, at a cost of $30.00 per pass. Pass must be 
displayed on the left-hand dashboard of the vehicles.  

Each individual in the vehicle must have a pass or a 

paid admission ticket. 
**CAMPING:  Spaces are available for livestock exhibitor 

families with self-contained trailers or RVs at $40.00 per 
space. This fee includes one (1) vehicle pass. Limited 

water hook-ups are available.  It is advisable to reserve 
camping spaces early.  You must pre-register with the fair 

office before occupying the space.  

4 STOCK TRAILERS/TRUCKS:  Must be removed  

from the livestock area on entry day and parked in a  
designated area off the fairgrounds or taken home.  

(Designated parking area will be posted at the Livestock 
Office and scale.) 

5 ENTRY DEADLINE:  Entry forms and the correct 

entry fees may be mailed early and do not need to be 
hand delivered into the fair office.  Mailed entry forms 

MUST show a postmark no later than the closing date for 
the appropriate division.  

6 REMOVING EXHIBITS: No animal or article entered 

for exhibit will be removed or taken away before the 
scheduled release time for the entry, without written 

consent and/or written permission of Fair management.  
NO PREMIUMS will be paid on animals or articles that 

are in violation of this rule. 

7 EXHIBIT IDENTIFICATION: Exhibitors of livestock 

MUST display, over each occupied stall or pen the name, 

breed and age of the exhibit.  The name & 4-H club or 
FFA chapter of owner should also appear on each card.  

These cards are furnished by Redwood Acres Fair.   

8 PREMIUM AWARDS:  Premium must be picked up in   

      Fair Office by 8/26/11.  In case of a tie placing, prize   
      money will be split.  

9 REGISTRATION PAPERS:  All registration papers 

for animals exhibited in either Senior or Junior purebred 
livestock classes must be checked in with Livestock 

Clerks, at the Livestock Office, by 8:00 pm Wednesday,  
June 22, 2011. 

10 Exhibitors in all livestock departments must furnish  

their own feed for animals.  The Fair will furnish the first 
bedding only.

11 State Rule #VII, Livestock & Horse Exhibits -Other,  

#31-If an infraction of this State Rule has occurred, the 

Livestock Supervisor will warn the exhibitor and will 
document the exhibitor's name and date of the 

infraction and file immediately with the Fair Office.  If a 
second infraction occurs, the Livestock Supervisor then 

has the authority, and will immediately disqualify the 
exhibitor from the show. 

12 Each animal in the livestock classes must be  
entered and exhibited in the individual classes within 

its proper age class to be eligible as a member of a flock, 
group or herd.  

13 Exhibitors will at all times give the necessary  

attention to their exhibit.  In all Livestock Departments, 
exhibitors must keep their livestock clean and in show 

condition.  Stalls and pens must be neatly kept and 
supplied with necessary clean bedding.  Pathways must 

be kept clean for the convenience and safety of the 
spectators.  Blankets must be removed upon order of 

the Livestock Superintendent.  Exhibitors failing to 
comply with this rule will not be paid the premiums 

awarded their exhibits.  Water must be turned off when 
not in use. 

14 No stalls or pens will be assigned to any animal in 

any division until proper entries are made.  

15 Vehicles must be parked in designated parking lots 

only.  For the safety of exhibitors, fair-goers and 

livestock, vehicles parked in the livestock area must exit 
through the Horse Barns, except during Cattlemen’s 

Day events.  If you cannot comply with this policy, you 
must park off the grounds and walk in.  

16 Minimum production records for Dairy Cattle must 
be presented to be eligible for the $4.00 additional 

premium. 

17 Market beef cattle, sheep and swine entered by class  

number only will be weighed for weight classification on 

Wednesday, June 22, 2011 from 2:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  
(See market divisions for weighing schedules.)  Note:  If 

you are unsure of whether your animal will make 
weight for the market class, you will need to enter 

the animal in both feeder and market classes and 
pay the entry fee or the animal will be disqualified 

from competition.  ***Be sure to enter that animal 
at the top of your entry form*** 

18 Feeder beef cattle, sheep and swine entered by class 

number only will be weighed for weight classification on 
Wednesday, June 22, 2011 from 2:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m.  

(See market divisions for weighing schedules.)  Note:  If 
you are unsure of whether your animal will be 

overweight for the feeder class, you will need to 
enter the animal in both feeder and market classes 

and pay the entry fee or the animal will be 
disqualified from competition.  ***Be sure to enter 

that animal at the top of your entry form*** 

19 No horns allowed on Market & Feeder Beef Cattle. 

20 Spectators are not allowed to engage in conversation 

with judges or ring officials while they are judging. 

21 The Fair will NOT be responsible for any thefts but will 
use every precaution available to ensure safety of all 

exhibits, and will not be held accountable for loss or 
damage, regardless of the cause or extent.   

22 Livestock will be released Sunday, June 26 at 4:00 p.m. 

23 If any special ADA requirements are needed by any 

exhibitor or Fair patron, the Fair must be given at least 
two weeks’ notice to make a reasonable effort to comply. 

 

NO DOGS ALLOWED ON FAIRGROUNDS UNLESS 
CONTAINED INSIDE A VEHICLE OR KENNEL, 

OR UNLESS THE DOG IS A PARTICIPANT OF A 
SANCTIONED FAIR EVENT. 

***THE ONLY EXCEPTION IS SERVICE DOGS***

Junior Divisions open to Humboldt, Del Norte, and Trinity Counties

     
ELIGIBILITY AND AGE REQUIREMENTS      
  

1 FFA members may participate as members until the  

end of the calendar year following the year of graduation 
from high school.  (For example, a graduate this year is 

eligible until December 31 of the following year.  

2 4-H primary members must be at least 5 years old by 

January 1st of the 4-H program year (July - June), or in 

Kindergarten, to exhibit small animals approved by 4-H 
state policy.  Junior, Intermediate and Senior members 

must be 9 -18 years old (or in the 4th grade for Juniors) 
on January 1st of the 4-H program year.  Senior 

members may exhibit until the end of the calendar year 
in which they reach age 19.  The January 1st date used 

is January 1st of the 4-H program year (not calendar 
year) in which the Fair dates fall into.  

3 Independent exhibitors must enter an open Junior or 

Independent class unless one is not available. If an 
open or Independent class is not available, Junior 

exhibitors may enter an appropriate 4-H or FFA class.  
Independent exhibitors must be at least 9 years old and 

must not be older than 17 on January 1st, based on a 
calendar year. Juniors who have been FFA or 4-H 

members within 60 days prior to the Fair are not eligible 
to compete in that project as Independent Juniors (120 

days for market beef & horse).  A 4-H member may 
exhibit in an open junior class if that exhibitor is not, or 

has not been, enrolled in a 4-H project that pertains to 
that exhibit.   Independent  Juniors entering market 

animals must provide Fair management with a picture 
of their animals, and  permanent tag and/or tattoo 

information 120 days prior to Fair for beef (February 23, 
2011) and 60 days prior for sheep and swine (April 23, 

2011). 

4 All Junior exhibitors MUST have “On Grounds) 

supervision by responsible adult.  

 
NOTE:  ALL YOUTH MUST BE 9 YEARS OLD ON JANUARY 1 

OF THE 4-H YEAR TO EXHIBIT ANIMALS 
EXCEPT FOR DOGS, RATS, CAVIES, RABBITS, PIGMY 

GOATS, CATS, MICE, SMALL POULTRY, AND THERAPEUTIC 
ANIMAL PROJECTS. 

     
Danish System of Judging 

The Danish System of Judging is based upon established 
standards of quality for each type of product.  In this system 

each exhibit is judged according to how well it meets that 
standard rather than how it compared with other exhibits.  In 

all Junior Departments using the Danish System, the following 
guidelines shall be used by judges.

practical education of the vocational agriculture student 

who owns it.  The program includes the improvements of 
agriculture leading ultimately to the ownership of farms 

and the development of good rural citizenship.

by the student.     

3 FFA exhibitors will be limited to two premium awards 

per class.      

4 Entries in this division will be limited to Humboldt, Del 

Norte, and Trinity County FFA members.  

5 Exhibitors will be responsible for getting their animals 

in the show ring on time when class is called or 

forfeit their right to exhibit.    

6 All FFA members MUST wear the official FFA uniform 

while exhibiting in the show ring.  
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4-H YOUTH DIVISION 
 
4-H Youth Programs are non-formal, voluntary 

educational programs under the supervision of the 
Cooperative Extension Service of the University of 

California and the United State Department of Agriculture 
as part of Extension teaching.  The projects exhibited at 

Fairs by members of these groups are the results of their 
efforts to learn improved practices in agriculture, 

homemaking, and related fields under supervision of 
volunteer adults.  Youth may enroll on entering 

Kindergarten, and may remain members until the end of 
the calendar year in which they graduate high school.  

Experimental and special programs may disregard these 
limits.  (See Open Junior Divisions Rule #2) 
 

 
 

4-H RULES & REGULATIONS 
 

1 Any boy or girl regularly enrolled in Humboldt, Del 

Norte, and Trinity County 4-H Club or FFA Chapter    

may exhibit in the various livestock divisions.
